Sensuality that softens the view 

COURTRAI - ‘Long long short long short' is a conceptual performance that nevertheless manages to evoke real emotions. 
Alone is still alone, is the conclusion the French choreographer Alix Eynaudi reached when making her solo Supernaturel. For her new production Long long short long short, she sought, and found, the ideal company in the Polish Agata Maszkiewicz. 

The two women are only too happy to be the subjects of their performance.  In this ‘short long piece made up of short long bits’, the two women explore the relationships that are possible between them, with friendship, sexuality and individuality being key concepts.  
Initially, Eynaudi and Maszkiewicz play with the notions of presence and absence: when one comes on stage, the other comments on the movement on stage from the wings. In doing so, they involve us in their game.  And you thought Maszkiewicz was simply standing still on stage for a minute? If we can believe Eynaudi, she’s looking at the trees on the other side of the river.  This just shows how important the will to look is in a conceptual production. 
Even though the production seems abstract, the couple give us something to hold on to, however subtle this is: anyone who adds up the fragments in which the two plough through a purple cloud whilst rollerblading, or translate a poem into movement, senses the inevitable sensuality of the piece.  What is so nice about Long long short long short is that the performance is soft without becoming light: Eynaudi and Maszkiewicz offer us personal material by means of movement, the spoken and projected word, light and video footage. 
Rather than hinting at different relationships, the two women allow us to sense the common denominator. There is poetry in the detail, the sensuality of being female and the willingness to be enriched by the other. 

Long long short long short is a tender performance that shows how two individuals can arrive at a common language, the meaning of which is apparent to everyone.
